INSTRUCTIONS: Centrally stored medications shall be kept in a safe and locked place that is not accessible to any person(s)
except authorized individuals. Medication records on each client/resident shall be maintained for at least one year.
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ll. MEDICATION DESTRUCTION RECORD

INSTRUCTIONS: Prescription drugs not taken with the client/resident upon termination of services or otherwise disposed of shall be destroyed in the facility by the Administrator or
Designated Representative and witnessed by one other adult who is not a client/resident. All facilifies except Residential Care Facilities for the Elderly (RCFEs) shall
records for at least one year.
